The Year 1 team 

Maths  

• Read and write numbers from 1 to 
20 in numerals and words. 

• Read, write and interpret mathe-
matical statements involving addi-
tion (+), subtraction (−) and equals 
(=) signs. 

• Add and subtract one-digit and two
-digit numbers to 20, including 0. 

English 
• Apply phonic knowledge and 

skills as the route to decode 
words. 

• Respond with the correct 
sound to graphemes (letters 
or groups of letters). 

• Begin to form lower-case 
letters in the correct direc-
tion, starting and finishing in 
the right place. 

• Saying out loud what they 
are going to write about. 

Topics  
Topic —Houses and homes and our local area. 
Science— Everyday materials. 
ICT– iWrite and iProgram. 
PE– Gymnastics and yoga. 
RE– Why is Easter important to Christians? 
Personal Development— Living in the wider world.
